ESTATE TAX
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Presently the State of Ohio keeps 20% of the estate tax and distributes 80% to the 
community in which a person resides at their time of death.  If Ohio was to keep a 
larger percentage of the tax, we would lose significant dollars.  Although we are not 
aware that state legislators are considering a change, we are keenly aware of Ohio’s 
current budget deficit and grim projections for the next few years. If the State of Ohio 
and federal government ever totally eliminate estate tax we would suffer a major 
financial loss.   
 

 Cost Cuts and Services Retention:  We have taken steps to reduce expenditures 
over the past few years and have done so without negatively impacting our city 
services.  In order to remain the premier residential community in the Miami Valley, I 
believe we must maintain our unmatched public safety, leisure and public works 
services.  Also, we must continue to invest annually in maintaining our roadways, 
parks, community center, public utilities and other public properties.  Our cost cuts 
have been made by reducing staff and by lengthening the replacement schedules for 
capital equipment.  Since I became manager in 2002, we have cut four staff 
positions.  This includes one in public works, one in finance, one in public safety and 
one in the court.  As once said by long-time City Manager Dave Foell, “It’s not a 
question of how much you pay in taxes; the question is whether you receive good 
value for each dollar spent.” I believe that Oakwood residents and business owners 
continue to get good value for their tax dollars. 

 
 Possible Revenue Increases:  As mentioned at our recent BRC meetings, I believe 

we must begin taking steps to increase other revenues to lessen our reliance on 
estate taxes.  There are three primary areas in which I believe we should focus:   
1) Refuse:  We will propose to you a plan to start collecting significantly more fees 

for our refuse services.  At present our refuse operations cost about $1.4 million 
annually yet we are only collecting about $270,000 in user fees. The balance of 
over $1.1 million is coming from our general tax revenues. Our current annual 
refuse fee is $73.72 and has been about this amount since 1993.   

2) Income Tax:  Over the past few years, we have lost nearly $300,000 in annual 
income tax due to other municipalities raising their rates.  We have not raised our 
income tax rate since 1984 when it was changed from 2.0% to 2.5%. We need to 
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carefully monitor the city of Dayton and be prepared to respond quickly if Dayton 
increases their tax rate.  In 2008 we collected $5,790,000 in income tax of which 
$327,000 came from Oakwood residents who work in Dayton.  If Dayton raises 
their tax rate from 2.25% to 2.5%, Oakwood will lose all of that $327,000 annual 
revenue.  It is important to note that the city of Columbus recently increased their 
rate from 2.25% to 2.5%.  We have two general options for raising income tax 
revenue.  One is to increase our tax rate and the other is to limit the amount of 
credit permitted on taxes paid to other municipalities. 

3) Property Taxes:  Since allowing the 5.5 mill issue to expire last year, we only 
have one voted (outside) tax issue that generates money to support city services.  
Our 2.72 mill tax issue was first approved in 1991 and has been renewed every 
five years since then.  As a renewal, the issue continues to generate the same 
tax dollars it first generated in 1992.  The 2.72 mill issue expires at the end of 
2010.  At present I think we should consider a replacement issue for inclusion on 
the November, 2011 ballot.  

 
 Property Tax Distribution:  It is important to recognize and acknowledge that the 

biggest concern amongst our citizens regarding tax levels in Oakwood relates to the 
real estate tax.  One can clearly understand the concern when comparing the 
property tax bill for a $200,000 home in 1992 with the tax on that same home in 
2009.   

1992 Property Tax: $3,707 
2009 Property Tax  $7,781 

 
The following data and pie charts show the calculation and distribution of 1992 and 
2009 taxes.  Of particular note are the following: 

1) Annual property taxes collected to pay for city services have increased by a mere 
$8 in 17 years and the city’s portion of the total tax collected has dropped from 
13.3% to 6.4%. 

2) A significantly larger percentage of our total tax bill supports agencies outside of 
Oakwood – 17.4% in 1992 versus 24.9% in 2009.

 Property Tax Cut:  The 2009 and 2010 Budgets reflect a decrease of $340,000 in 
property taxes supporting our city budget.  This decrease is the result of city 
council’s unanimous decision on August 4, 2008 to allow a 5.5 mill property tax issue 
to expire.  The 5.5 mill issue was first approved by Oakwood voters in 1978 and had 
been renewed every five years since then.  With the increase in property values 
since 1978, the 2008 effective rate of the 5.5 mill issue was 0.95.  The decision to 
allow this issue to expire results in a tax cut for all Oakwood property owners.  The 
decision to cut taxes was supported by many members of the BRC and was made 
because of our cash reserves.  At the time of the decision we had more cash 
reserves than we needed.  The reserves were a result of estate taxes. 

 
 Income Tax:  Our income tax provides the single largest amount of money to pay for 

city services.  As mentioned above, the last time we raised our income tax rate was 
1984.  This year we expect to receive about $5.8 million.  That is about the same as 
we received in 2008.  For 2010 we are budgeting $5.8 million.  We are not including 
any growth due to the status of the local and national economy.

Each year we continue to make significant investments in our public infrastructure 
and replace capital equipment as needed.  With those investments, we are keeping 
up with our infrastructure needs and maintain the equipment to provide the 
comprehensive and high quality services that our citizens expect.   

 
 Public Facilities:  Nine years ago we completely rebuilt our public works center and 

five years ago we finished major construction on the city and public safety building.  
With the completion of these projects our primary public facilities are entirely rebuilt 
and will serve the city well for many decades. Although we borrowed money in 1999 
and 2002 for these projects, we continue to have cash set aside to pay off this debt 
in accordance with an established payback schedule.  This schedule calls for the 
total debt to be repaid in 2014.  Since we are still earning more on our invested 
money than what we pay in debt service, we benefit by maintaining the original 
payback schedule.  That said, conditions are changing such that we may 
recommend expediting our payback schedule in 2010.   

 
 Old River Athletic Field:  On September 22, 2006 we purchased the 28-acre Old 

River Athletic Field from the NCR Corporation.  We paid $2,300,000 for the facility 
using cash reserves from our Special Projects Fund.  We then borrowed $2,300,000 
and placed that money in our Public Facilities Fund.  In the same manner as debt on 
the public works center and city building explained above, we are slowly and 
regularly paying back the borrowed money.  Each year we pay down $200,000 of 
the principal.  We will continue this $200,000 pay down each year through 2017 and 
the final $100,000 in 2018.  With the purchase of Old River, we now own athletic 
fields that meet our needs for outdoor athletic and recreation space.  This year we 
constructed a new access road to the fields from Far Hills Avenue.  The roadway is 
named Old River Trail.  This year we also began discussing options for capital 
improvements to these fields and other city athletic and recreation facilities.  Those 
options will be included in our Athletic and Recreation Facilities Master Plan.  That 
plan is scheduled to be completed within the first few months of 2010.   

 
WATER UTILITY 
 
 Fund Balances:  The 2010 Budget reflects a drop of approximately $80,000 in our 

Water Fund unencumbered balances.  Even with this drop, our projected 2010 year-
end balance of approximately $1.2 million is well above the $500,000 minimum 
desired balance.  This is particularly noteworthy since we have not raised water 
rates since 1994 and the 2009 rate survey showed Oakwood as having the 5th 
lowest water rate out of 68 jurisdictions in the greater Miami Valley area. 

 
 Major 2009 Expenses:  In 2009 we are expecting to spend $145,000 as shown 

below.  Our average annual expenses on Capital Equipment and Improvements over 
the past 10 years were approximately $155,000.

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Public Facilities Fund
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We established our Public Facilities Fund in 1991.  The fund serves as a reserve account in 
which we accumulate capital to be used for major public building or facility improvements 
and purchases.  Our three most recent projects were: 1) construction of the J. David Foell 
Public Works Center completed in 2000; 2) the Safety/Administration Building addition and 
improvements completed in 2004; and 3) acquisition of the Old River athletic fields from 
NCR in 2006.   
 
The Public Facilities Fund is also used to hold in reserve those monies intended to be used 
to service the outstanding short-term debt associated with the above projects / purchase.  
As of January 1, 2010, we owe $3,150,000 on debt incurred for the above two projects and 
land purchase.

The 2009 projected year-end balance as reflected above is approximately $294,000 short of 
covering the entire debt.  An amount of $2,856,000 will be paid with existing monies in the 
Public Facilities Fund.  The remaining $294,000 will be paid with interest earned on the 
investment of these borrowed funds.  The City intends to continue making annual payments 
toward the outstanding debt until such time as the entire debt is paid off in full.   
 
The following page shows the projected payoff schedule.  The reason for carrying this debt 
is that the difference between the rates at which the City is borrowing funds and the rates at 
which the City is investing these funds results in annual net interest earnings.  These 
earnings had been in the range of $20,000 to $30,000 annually.  Given the current state of 
the borrowing and investment markets, the financial benefits of carrying this short-term debt 
will likely lessen.
